Over 30 new connecting flights with Alaska Airlines in Summer 2011 

 

Kelsterbach, 24 February 2011 – In Summer 2011 there will be new destinations just 

waiting to be discovered in North America. From 24 June 2011, Condor will fly to Seattle, 

into the hub of the US west coast carrier Alaska Airlines with whom the charter carrier 

has been collaborating for over two years.
